The program is now complete and we are quite satisfied with the final product. Since the last update our testing procedures have shown that:

Two reading groups in Ms. Lynch’s kindergarten class performed well in trials of the program and displayed a high percentage of correct answers. 

Both groups had little difficulty with navigation

Final stage changes made to the program include:

· Completion of all correct sentence audio

· “When spite appears” and “On mouse up” control of sound sprites for each sentence in the story

· Color change program for each word chunk in array on mouse over

· Removal of sound sprites when correct sentence in being read to prevent audio interference

· Elimination of incorrect chunks in arrays that form real words

· Fitting of sentences and pictures to frames to ensure consistency

· Completion of author page

· Completion of audio for newly edited directions pages

· Editing of various buttons to appropriate size, color, and location

· The installation of six QuickTime videos into the program to function as student rewards

· The editing of the hawk QuickTime video to eliminate the raccoon. Unfortunately we had difficulty removing the red chair from the videos but have decided that they add a welcomed hint of mystery!

· Editing the program to set a slower more deliberate tempo of play 

· The inclusion of a Doc on the disc to offer information to the user
